TBNRD Augmentation Project 
Includes 7 recapture wells near Cottonwood Ranch plus the Cook recapture well 

• Wells #1-7 resumed pumping on March 10.   
• Ongoing maintenance issues with the Cook well meter preventing operation. 
• Cumulative pumping from March 10-April 18, 2025 

o Well #1 = 103.78 AF 
o Well #2 = 125.86 AF 
o Well #3 = 105.39 AF 
o Well #4 = 73.59 AF 
o Well #5 = 80.38 AF 
o Well #6 = 114.59 AF 
o Well #7 = 148.13 AF 
o Total = 751.72 AF (average = 19.27 AF/day or 9.72 cfs)
